National Hosting Requirement Checklist, Rev 6.1

ADMINISTRATION

· The host club is not required to send out entry forms to the members, this is handled by the website and the race entry agents of each club.
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· The host must provide a program of events that must include all races and entrants that registered on time. The program must be made available to all competitors at NO charge. The club may have extra copies and sell them to spectators to raise club funds if they so wish.

· The host club must make available for each car entered, three (3) number stickers for three (3) places on each car. The numbers must be from 1 to10, the number 0 can represent 10. The club must ensure that sufficient numbers are available for the qualifying rounds and the mains. See rule 5.5.5 for the correct dimensions of the number stickers. The numbers must be 30mm high and 4mm thick.  These numbers can be handed out at registration with the program supplied by the host club.
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· The host club is to arrange for at least one (1) sponsored prices to be given out to the drivers at the end of the national through a lucky draw process or the sort.
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· The host club is to make them fully acquainted with the current SARDA rules.
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· Have the club paid their annual affiliation fee
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· Did the club approach the local media to promote the event? If yes, who was approached and what coverage will the event have? 
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· Have the club introduce the “Proposal for SARDA on-Road Electric  Advertising”  for advertising to possible sponsors? 
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DEPOSIT

· A club hosting a national event must pay a deposit of R1,000.00 (One Thousand Rand). This must be paid at least 30 days before the event.

The host club must be affiliated (registered) to SARDA to host an event.
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TRACK PREPARATION

· The host club must make the track available for drivers sixty (60) days before the nationals to come and practice if they want. The track does not have to sugared for the drivers but must be respectable and reasonably clean for driving.
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· It is expected of the host club to facilitate a formal Pre-Nats event, preferable 2 weeks before the national event. The event must be run on the same layout as it would be for the nationals. The track must be sugared for his event.
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· The host club must insure that the track surface is clean and prepared in it’s state of racing at 10:00 on the Thursday before the event. Sugar must be applied to enhance the traction and reduce tyre wear. An approximate ratio of 1kg per 10 meters of track should be applied. The track must then stay in this condition throughout the weekend (event duration).
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· If the off track is grass or sand, every precaution should be taken to ensure that loose grass, sand and stones do not come onto the track. If this happens blowers should be made available to clean the track periodically.
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· If the track has concrete barrier then action must be taken to put protection in those areas to prevent unnecessary damage to cars, like rubber or sponge.
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TRACK PREPARATION cont.

· For those tracks that have various layouts, they must be submitted to SARDA committee for approval one month before the event. The host club has the opportunity to suggest their layout but the ultimate decision lies with the SARDA committee.
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FACILITIES

· Electricity must be available for the competitors to charge their batteries etc. by 10:00 on the Thursday before the event. Enough plugs should be allowed for all the clubs and enough power should be catered for to allow each competitor to consume 150 watts of power at one time.
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· If the power supply cannot accommodate compressors for the clubs, then the host club is to supply a compressor for the event.
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· Toilet facilities must be available in the vicinity for “Female” and “Male”.
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· Place must be made available for the competitors to put up pit areas for themselves. Tent facilities must be able to be accommodated in the track pit areas for those that would request it but is not the responsibility of the host club to arrange the actual tents. A contact person should be published for the clubs to be able to contact to enable them to arrange details regards place to install them if they so choose etc.
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· A radio pound must be available for the drivers. If a courtesy system is to be used, the system must be in place that is away from the public, in a place that does not create congestion and disruption with the flow of drivers leaving and entering the drivers stand and must also be protected from rain.
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SECURITY

· The host club must provide security for those members who leave equipment and tent’s etc. at the event over night that is for Thursday, Friday and Saturday night. Any additional nights required by clubs entering must negotiate that requirement with the host club.
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OFFICIALS

· All chose officials must be accepted by SARDA committee one (1) month prior to the event. The list must be send to the Event Coordinator either by fax or email.

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· A club may approach SARDA for assistance regarding officials, but SARDA will not be held responsible if it is unable to arrange officials. The list of officials should be published in the program that is issued for the event. Officials indicated below.

Clerk of the course

· The clerk of the course is predominantly the SARDA chairman which will accept complete responsibility for the application of the rules. The duty can be done by 2 (two) people if required or delegated by the chairman.
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Race Director and Commentator

· There should be 2 (two) race directors for the event. SARDA will be responsible for identifying the Race Director. The host club is responsible for supplying one (1) race director at their own expense and must be put forward for approval 30 days before the event.

The race director will be responsible for;

· The start, timing and finish of each race,

· The operation of the computer and timing equipment,

· Commentary

· Applying penalties issued by the referee or clerk of the course,

· Ensuring that the event finished on time.
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Chief Marshal and Grid Marshal

· The chief marshal and grid marshal must ensure that all marshals have reported to him / her, and for ensuring that the grid is correctly lined up and that it is not interfered with after the race directors “hand off” or “30 seconds” call. See Rule 17 for details pertaining to “jump starts”. The chief marshal must ensure that the drivers are recorded on the race sheet if they marshaled or not and report any problems to the race director to enable penalties to be applied when required.
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Chief Scrutineer

· The chief scrutineer will be solely responsible for the upholding of the rule 30, “Scrutinizing Procedures”.  It is recommended that the club should provide at least two (2) people for this duty, with racing experience and with the introduction of Tamiya Super Stock, with experience in Tamiya cup rules.
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Scrutinizing Equipment

· The following equipment must be made available at 10:00 on Thursday before the event. It is also recommended that this equipment is available at the pre-nats event.

· A digital scale accurate to 1 gram must be supplied. SARDA will supply a calibration weight at the event to impose a correction factor if required to this scale. In the event of a discrepancy then that same weight will be used to do a spot check with the car in question. No calibration certificate is necessary any longer. The scale must however be of such quality that it gives consistent readings
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· A measurement box for the cars width, 200mm for all touring cars and 172mm for 1/12 scale and Mini cars.
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· A measurement height jig for touring cars measuring 110mm from bottom of chassis to top of roof.
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· A bag with 10 disk of which one (1) is different colour to randomly select cars for motor inspection in the Touring Super Stock, Touring 19 Turn and Tamiya Mini classes.
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· Tools to do the motor stripping and measurements of the wing chord etc.
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· Rules and Guidelines: A hardcopy of the current SARDA rules and the scrutinizing guidelines. These documents can be downloaded from SARDA website www.sarda.org.za

Transmitter Pound Officials

· These officials will be responsible for the issuing and collecting of transmitter before and after each race. They can also be responsible for issuing transponders. They must remain responsible for the security of the transmitters whilst in their care, this should mean that one person is always on duty even if the honour box system is used. For this duty their should be a minimum of two (2) people.
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Protest Committee

· The protest committee will consist of the clerk of the course (SARDA chairman), which will be the chairman of the protest committee or nominated substitute from the SARDA committee and a technical adviser nominated by SARDA.
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· Five other people should also be on the protest committee, three (3) of whom can be available at any given time to avoid the delay of races whilst hearing a protest. The five (5) should have at least a full years racing experience. It is advised that both referees are part of the protest committee. The host club must submit at least one (1) person to sit on the protest committee for acceptance by SARDA.
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Concourse Judges

· These officials will judge all cars entered for Concourse prior to the start of the event according to rule 35. There must be at least three (3) judges who will combine their results to determine the winner. A standard score sheet will be used for this. The host club must ensure that these score sheets are available at the event on the Saturday morning.
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Referees

· Two (2) referees will be used for each race at a SARDA sanctioned event. SARDA will provide a referee, whom SARDA and the host club will divide, the cost of such referee in equal amounts. The host club must also provide a referee for the event and submit the name of the referee 30 days prior to the event for acceptance by SARDA. The cost for this referee will be for the host club account. The referees are responsible to ensure that he / she will be available at all times during the event. Should he / she need time away, they must make provision themselves for a substitute, such substitute must be approved by the clerk of the course for that event. Both referees must familiar with the current SARDA rules.
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Spectators

· Adequate protection shall be provided to avoid injury to spectators in the event of a car leaving the track at high speed. Spectators should be warned of bad spots like end of a straight etc. Ideally grand stands should be made available for spectators if possible. 
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Indemnity

· An indemnity sign may be put up for a clubs own protection, as specified in the constitution. This is not essential, however SARDA accepts no responsibility what so ever for accidents and injuries due to neglect of the host club. 
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First Aid Kit

· A first aid kit must be provided by the host club and kept at the race control at all times during the event. This kit should contain the basic emergency equipment. The first aid kit must be available from 10:00 on Thursday. It is advised that the club have a person that is familiar about first aid at the event.
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Fire Extinguisher

· A fire extinguisher must be made available at all times; this should be kept with the first aid kit at race control. 
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Race Numbering Board

· The club must have a race numbering board, visible to all competitors and must be kept up-to-date during the course of the event.
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Race Control and hardware

· Race control software and computer,

· AMB system with 20 transponders, with standard 9 pin serial connection cable,

· Printer with software.
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· A charged backup AMB system should be provided by the host club,

· Sufficient protected mains power supply to race control area (UPS for computer and printer),

· A shelter table or support area for location of race control system, including computer, monitor and printer,

· PA and or suitable speaker system for audio,

· A4 paper as required for race reports and results,

· A backup laser printer with the necessary software drivers,

· Personal for commentary and race control where required to put up race results etc.

· A second small PA system for the referees on the stand,

· A video camera to record the finals starting grid position.
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Advertising

· For the duration of the event, which is 10:00 on Thursday until the completion of prize giving, all banners advertising revenue will be allocated to SARDA of which the hosting club will received 10%. Hosting clubs that have fixed advertising boards on the driver stand will not be liable for the cost of advertising, should the advertising board was already in existence at least 60 days before the event. Should the hosting club erect an advertising board / banner within 60 days of the event, the hosting club will be liable for the advertising cost which is R 500.00 per sign / banner. 

· The hosting club should put all effort in to sell advertising banners around the track for the event, which is   R 500.00 per sign or banner, which is payable to SARDA, of which the club will received 10%.
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Track Side Barrier
· A barrier should be placed around the whole of the race track to prevent a car leaving the area and causing injury to spectators: E.g. hay bails 
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This document must be completed and returned to SARDA at least 30 days before the event.
