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Off Road Gas Regional Events – 2009
1. Rules

1.1
All current SARDA Rules will apply, unless otherwise specified below.
1.2
The following points will summarize the rules for Regional Events for 2009
2. Requirements for hosting a Regional Event
2.1 All drivers participating in a Regional Event must be fully paid up members of a SARDA affiliated club
2.2 Hosting Clubs must provide the following at any Regional Meeting as a minimum :

PA System
2.2.2
Catering

Electricity

2.2.4
Compressor availability
2.2.5
Water (area to wash cars or bodies)

2.2.6
Drivers Stand (preferably covered)

2.2.7
Toilet facilities for male and female drivers or spectators

2.2.8
Provision must be made to accommodate handicapped drivers

3 Timing Equipment
3.1 AMB System

3.2 House Transponders (drivers with PT’s that do not work with the newer AMB systems must utilize the house transponders).
3.3 Approved software that can capture results to be forwarded to SARDA for posting on the website
4 Optional
4.1
Tent / Marquee
4.2
Pitting Table and chair

5
Regions

5.1
Regions will be determined by the SARDA Chairman for 2009, with the view of “fine tuning” for the 2010 season.

5.2
Each Region is to appoint a Regional Committee of at least one person from each club in that region.

5.3
The region is then to appoint one person that will communicate to SARDA.

5.4
The regions are to inform SARDA of their proposed dates that events will take place and communicate any delay (and reasons therefore) to the SARDA committee.

5.5 The regions will submit the results of a regional event to SARDA within 10 days of any event taking place. The results must be approved by the Committee appointed within that region.

6
Events
6.1
The regional event must be held as a one day event so as to minimize costs to the hosting club and racers alike.
6.2
There must be two regional events completed before the Durban National (February, March and May), and two regional events before the Secunda National (August, September and October).
6.3
The Regions must decide on dates and venues within the nominated months. Venues must alternate within the regions. If less than four clubs in a region, one venue must host two events.
6.4 Three out of the four events will count.
6.5 Any throw away event must be the members home event.
6.6 Host clubs must communicate to the other clubs within its region to ensure that entries for any event must be in at least one week in advance to allow the host club to prepare for such an event.

6.7 The event will be run on the following format :

6.7.1 3 x 10 minute qualifiers (minimum of  two qualifiers if there is a large field)

6.7.2 1 x Mains event in each discipline with the following rules :

6.7.3 “A” Mains – 30 minutes or 45 minutes if time permits

6.7.4 Other Mains – 15 minutes or 20 minutes if time permits

6.8 Events will be run in all weather, except where there is lightning, or at the discretion of the race director (see below for race director selection)
6.9 Regional events must cater for the following disciplines :

6.9.1 Two diff vehicles (commonly known as “Monster Trucks”)

6.9.2 Three diff vehicles (commonly known as Truggies)

6.9.3 Buggies
6.10 A minimum of five entries per class must be run.

6.11 If there is a class with less than five entries, the race director (at his discretion) may combine classes to make up a field.

6.12 Results from a combined class must indicate positions, but point allocation must reflect class position.

6.13 Race Directors (from a different opposing club per event) must be appointed at each event. 
6.14  A Race Referee (winner of the previous event, the first race being appointed by the Race Director) must be appointed at each race.

6.15  A dispute committee is to be formed by including one person from each club, in the event of any discrepancies. Any dispute must be reported in writing (hard or soft copy), and included in the race report to SARDA with full details.
7
Points System

7.1
Points for an event will be allocated as per the current SARDA Rules.

7.2
Regions are to maintain their own points scoring system, but if there is doubt, SARDA may be approached for assistance. Points are to be forwarded to SARDA with the race report.
8
Scrutineering

8.1
Regions are to provide their own scrutineering equipment. These include a scale to read up to 5 kg (with increments in grams), a measuring jug (that measures in ml), a fuel pump (to drain the fuel tank) to check for volume and a sizing box (to check overall dimensions).
8.2 All scrutineering equipment must conform to SARDA / IFMAR rules.

8.3 All vehicles must be scrutineered after each race and must conform to the relevant discipline rules.

8.4 Penalties as per SARDA / IFMAR rules must be applied to non conforming vehicles.

9
Marshalling

9.1
Regions are to decide whether to hire marshals for each event or if drivers are to marshal races themselves.

9.2 If drivers are marshalling, strict control over all marshals must be kept to ensure consistent marshalling

9.3 Hired marshals must be fully trained in all aspects, as safety is of paramount importance. Runaways must be explained in detail to protect any spectators at the event from injury.

10
Costs
10.1
To minimize costs and track preparation time, a reminder that we are racing off road and a less than “smooth” track is acceptable. Considering this, it will probably save some clubs costs in track preparation.
10.2
The host club is to bear the costs (profit or loss) of an event.

(A suggestion is that regions pool money to cover any costs - losses or profits). Regions are to decide amongst themselves.

10.3 All trophies or medals used as prizes are to be paid for by the region, or where sponsorship is available, these may be utilized. To keep costs down, it is suggested that medals are procured.
10.4 Year end prize giving for the Regional Championship costs must be borne by the regions.

10.5 All cost saving ideas / initiatives must be open for discussion amongst the various regions (please post on the SARDA Forum)
10.6 Fees for entering Regional Races in regions must be set up by the Regional Committee. Fees must be the same for all venues within that region.
11
Drivers

11.1
A list of drivers in the specific regions must be supplied to SARDA before each event.
11.2 All drivers participating in a regional must know the basics :

11.2.1 Sprint start rules - qualifiers,

11.2.2 Mains start rules - endurance,

11.2.3 Marshalling techniques (where required)

11.3 All drivers must have competed in at least two home club events to understand the rules required for entering into a regional event.
12
General

12.1
There are no specific criteria to qualify for the SARDA Nationals in 2009, but any driver entering, must have driven in at least one regional event, one before the Durban Nationals, or one before the Secunda Nationals.
12.2 All drivers participating in a National Event must be affiliated to SARDA.
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
