1. Host club Track Specifications

a. Track Specification and rules to apply with Sarda Rules and Procedures Point 1. 1.1-1.8.

b. Committee will accept track specifications that do not comply on motivation and inspection.

2. Host Club requirements

a. As per Sarda Rules and procedures 2 2.1-2.9 (As per discussion with club)
b. As per Sarda Rules and procedures 3 3.2 / 3.4 / 3.8 the rest of the rules in annexure 3 do not apply

c. As per Sarda Rules and procedures Safety 4  4.1 – 4.4.

d. Clubs must have an indemnity board at various positions around the track for legal protection.

3. General Car Specifications

a. All technical specifications to be Sarda Rules and procedures annexure 5 5.1 – 5.9. / 7 / 8 8.1 – 8.5 / 9 9.1 – 9.8.
b. Radio Specifications to comply with Sarda Rules and procedures 6 6.1 – 6.8.

c. Open Stock Touring to run with 540 Johnson or 21.5 Brushless. And to comply with the SARDA Touring Specifications as per Annexure 5. 5.1 -5.9 / 7 / 8 8.1 – 8.5 / 9 9.1 – 9.8.

4. Race Duration

a. Race Duration to be to Sarda Rules and Procedures as per annexure 10.

5. Gauteng Regional Championship

a. The Gauteng Regional championship will be a series of five (5) regional major events held during a calendar year. Each event will have points awarded to each competing racer. Each racer will be allowed to discard his/her 2 worst results (including not attending any one or more of the events). Thus each competitor’s three (3) best events will count towards the series. The winner of each class the person with the highest points score) will be declared the Gauteng Regional Champion in the class. Should there be a tie, superior discards will be taken into consideration, should this not break the tie, and then the position will be shared.

b. Gauteng Regional Club Championship. Points will be awarded to clubs for every point scored by a driver for their respective club in each class. There will be no throwaway in this championship. Points will be allocated as per Annexure 18.1.

6. Event Format of a Gauteng Regional Event

a. All Gauteng Regional Events will be held over a one-day period being Saturday or Sunday. No reserve days will be allocated.

b. If an event exceeds 110 entries for the event a two-day event will be run with notice being given 7days prior to event being run.

c. All events will comprise of 3 Qualifying heats and 1 Final heat for every class.

d. Drivers briefing as per Sarda Rules and procedures 33 – 1 / 2 / 4 / 5 / 6. Drivers briefing will commence at 7.30 am and event will begin at 8.00 am strictly.

e. Order of racing will be as follows:

Open Stock Touring (Johnson 540 or 21.5)
13.5 Turn touring (13.5 or 19 turn)
12th scale modified

17.5 Turn Touring (17.5 or 27turn)
10.5 Turn Touring (Rubber)
Touring Modified

f. The event must close with an awards ceremony or prize giving.

p. Prizes and Awards – at least 3 trophies for the top 3 finishers in all mains, which must be supplied by the hosting club out of the allocated entry portion which has been budgeted for. All trophies to be marked with position, class and event.

8. Event Entry Procedures.

The following procedure must be followed when entering for a Gauteng Regional Event.

a. Each club must appoint a committee member  “entry agent” who shall be responsible for submission of all entries, this must be notified to the Gauteng regional committee in advance, and is the only person from which entries will be accepted for that club, exceptions to this (like out of town invitation drivers) may be referred to the Gauteng regional chairman directly, who may then admit entries accordingly. These guest entries will not accrue points within the series.

b. Entry forms for regional events can be obtained either from your entry agent or downloaded from the Sarda web site.

c. Completed forms must be submitted to your entry agent with all payments due.

d. If you are not a Sarda member then the completed membership form must accompany the entry form.

e. It is the entry agent’s responsibility to ensure that his clubs entrant’s details are complete (e.g. three frequencies per class, contact details etc).

f. The closing date for all entries is 5.00pm 5 days prior to the event being held.

g. Late entries will be accepted but there will be a penalty applied.

h. Entries will only be accepted if submitted via the Sarda web site on line procedure.

i. Payments for all entries must be paid to the Hosting club upon registration by the morning of the event or to the Hosting Clubs bank Account by the same due date as the entries. 
j. Submitted entries will not be entered into the event until payment has been confirmed. (Entry agent to send reconciliation to hosting club confirming their member’s payments).
k. Confirmation of full entry lists will be sent to the hosting club agents on the Thursday prior to the event-taking place.

l. It is the individual’s responsibility to ensure entry details are correct either through the website or entry agents, changes to be notified to your entry agents. All changes notified must include all the details required on the original forms and a description of the changes required. Changes will not be accepted verbally.

m. Changes or corrections must be received by Thursday 5.00pm prior to the event. Changes received after this period will require a late penalty fee.

n. Should an entrant withdraw before the closing date, he will be refunded his entry fee. After the closing date he /she will forfeit his fee.

o. Any late entries, payment confirmations or changes received after closing date may not be squaded according to point’s seeding.

p. Corrections due to errors or omissions Event coordinator (hosting club) will take preference over late entries.

q. All payments to be made to Hosting club with hosting club distributing equally as per agreed format. Trophies to be paid by hosting club to the nominated supplier by the Gauteng Regional committee and all monies including Sarda Ore and Webmaster as per allocations. Scrutinizers, Referees and officials to the clubs discretion.

11. Appendix A

a. Sarda membership registration to be determined by the Sarda Ore Committee for the year.

b. Sarda club affiliation to be determined by the Sarda Ore committee for the year.

c. The Gauteng Regional committee determines race fees. For 2010 the entry fees will be R80.00 per 1st race entry; 2nd entry R60 and 3rd R40.
d. Late entry fees will be a flat rate of R50.00 as determined by the Gauteng Regional committee.

e. Gauteng Regional fee split is as follows per entry – Calculation is based on a 10-car system egg. 10cars X R80 = R800. Webmaster receives R50, Trophies R75-R80 budgeted, Year-end trophies R100, Sarda Ore R60 and the balance goes to Hosting Club. Hosting Club to do payouts and reconciliation’s before payments takes place.

f. Protest fee of R200 will be charged as determined by the Gauteng Regional Committee.
